We need to help those fighting crime think carefully about what
they are doing and how they approach youth and people of color. Of course, it
would be good for other classes, too. A good common course book for my col-
lege, I think. Thank you for picking this book for us to read!

From the picture it
paints of the gangs and the reality of life in the “hood”, to how it affects the young
people trying to survive and then the larger issue of how do we solve the prob-
lem? From Starr’s perspective, we really get a good view of how difficult navi-
gating the realities are and how effecting change seems almost impossible.

MOLLY: Yes! Yes! Yes! I'm so happy that Angie Thomas wrote this book and that
it’s a movie now. Again and again, she gets hugs and praise for telling the story
of so many black youth in our country as she takes this book out. They tell her
thanks for saying what they feel all the time. It’s not easy to have dark skin in
this country.

I loved this strong young woman coming of age in a difficult sit-
uation and doing her best to do what was right, even though in the end it didn’t
seem to make a difference. This book did open my eyes quite a lot. Molly, you’re
right, this book opens a door to understand and that’s a beginning.

SALLIE: Whew, what a story she wove! And of course I’'m focusing on the kids.

What a place for them to grow up, in the hood, with gangs and violence, parents

on drugs, trying to learn what they can do to survive. Not easy for them. And

then what the black people have to teach their children about the police? It’s cra-

zy, crazy, crazy. And how to we solve this problem? It just seems to be getting
worse. Breaks my heart. MAMs, what can we do?

5. What has been your own experience with the police? What is your attitude about
them? How have you been treated during a traffic stop? Do you think your race had
anything to do with how you were treated? Why or why not? If not you yourself,
have others you know had bad experiences with the police? Do you think race had
anything to do with it? Why or why not?

7. Statistics show that minorities are targeted by the police. How do you think we
can stop this problem as a society?

7. Would you recommend this book to others to read? Why or why not?

8. Read over the MAMs comments on the book. Which of them do you most agree
with and why?

9. In what ways, if any, will this change your life or perspective?
